The Bigger Picture Task

As well as reinforcing your core knowledge and understanding, our A Level curriculum will
expose you to what are called the ‘established orthodoxies’ within each subject, which can
include key research, important people who have contributed to the field, as well as broader
methods and theories that exist within the subject.

Prior to starting the A Level course, it is important that you are aware of the following themes
and topics so that you can develop an understanding of how they contribute to some of the
established orthodoxies within GERMAN.

Part A
Translations
You are already used to translations into English and German from your GCSE course. They also
play a big part in your A Level studies. Translations are a great test of how well you know your
grammar, vocabulary and they also test you on social and cultural knowledge about the German
speaking countries.

Strategies for translation into English

1. Read the whole text through and get a sense of the overall meaning or gist.

2. Work then at sentence or phrase level. For each, try to produce an English equivalent that
sounds right.

3. You cannot often translate word for word. Mostly, you need to paraphrase: i.e. find a
phrase that has the same meaning, but uses different words.

4. Try to work out the meaning of any unfamiliar words in the sentence. Consider words
surrounding the unfamiliar word and try out words that would fit, using an English
sentence with gaps. E.g. Sie lasen ein Buch = They *?* a book.

5. Think about the context and use common sense. What makes sense in the context of the
rest of the text?

6. Once you have the meaning of the sentence in your head, play with the order of the
words until you have English that sounds natural when you read it.

7. The golden rule: read aloud what you have written. If it doesn’t sound right to you, it
probably isn’t.

2. Work then at sentence level. For each, try to produce a German equivalent.

3. Asyou build each sentence, use a mental checklist for accuracy:

Position in the
sentence Nouns Masculine / Feminine / Neuter Singular / Plural Definite / Indefinite
article Adjectives Noun — Adjective agreement Position
If you don’t know a word, try to think of a synonym or similar word
If you can’t think of a suitable replacement word, use a short paraphrase to describe it
If a whole sentence is too complex, try to express the meaning with a simpler expression
Go through your work thoroughly. Imagine you have been given the job of marking it.
Check for spelling, accents, and the items on your grammar checklist.
